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How to use private ring melodies

Summary

The innovaphone telephone firmware has a builtin Ring Melody Synthesizer which can be used to play private ring melodies in addition to the simple predefined ring tones.

Private ring melodies may be provided as well in RTTTL format as in in MIDI format. RTTTL  (Ringing Tones Text Transfer Language) is widely used to compose and to communicate simple ring melodies for nokia mobile phones. 

Ring Melodies in RTTL format can be entered directly to the ring melody directory via the telephone WEB-interface (“Administration/Phone/Ring tones”). This interface also permits to play the stored melodies on the phone and to delete melodies from the directory again.

To convert Ring Melodies im MIDI  format to an telephone upload file the Windows command line utility midi2notes is provided. Upload is performed using the “config upload” Method of the telephone WEB-interface (“Administration/Upload/Config”).

To check the sound of a MIDI ring melody before it is uploaded the source file can be converted to a wave file and played at the PC.

midi2notes
[-m] [-t tones] midifile [tag] name




converts a MIDI-file to an upload-file (.notes)


midi2notes
[-m] -w midifile




converts a MIDI-file to a wave-file (.wav) 


midi2notes
-s midifile




converts MIDI-file to an include-file (.out)

Arguments and Options


midifile
name of a  MIDI-file. the output file file gets the same name with the


“.mid” suffix substituted by “.notes” or “.wav” or “.out”



tag
obsolete -  single letter from A...Z, used as melody identifier in V5, now the melodies are identified by name.


name

unique name of the melody in the ring melody directory.

      -m

use the multiinstrumental syntesizer  (if available) to play the melody.

-t tones
limits the number of tones to write to an upload file  (default 2000).

upload files with more than 2000 tones will be rejected.

The command



midi2notes melody.mid  my favourite melody

converts melody.mid to melody.notes with the following content:

mod cmd RING open my favourite melody

mod cmd RING tone <tone_info>

...

mod cmd RING close
The commands


midi2notes -w melody.mid



midi2notes -m -w melody.mid




convert their input to a wave file.

Configuration

The ring melody configuration menus offer as well the the predefined ring tones as the user defined ring melodies

Maintenance

The ring melody directory is maintainded via  the “Administration/Phone/Ring tones” WEB-interface.

Known Problems

Only very simple melodies can be computed on the fly by the multiinstrumental synthesizer. For more complex melodies the computing time may exceed the playing time of the melody.  To overcome this problem such melodies can be precomputed after boot and stored in RAM.  Precomputing is activated with the telnet commands


config change RING /prepare


config write


config activate


reset

Precomputing may last some minutes. Calls arriving in this phase are signalled with the default ring tone.
